This means that the wheelchair is safe to be pushed inside a suitable vehicle and secured during travel and
has anchor points, allowing the wheelchair to be secured into place with the occupant seated within the
wheelchair. The anchor points on the wheelchair are used by attaching straps to the anchor points on the
wheelchair. These straps are then tightened to ensure the wheelchair will not move in the event of an
accident and therefore protecting the wheelchair user from harm when travelling.

Restraint belts must not be placed over wheelchair components such as armrests or wheels, so
that cannot be held away from the body. They should be placed over the shoulder and diagonally
across the chest (see below pictures). It is necessary to lift the arm supports on both sides — lay the
lap belt on the occupant low on the pelvis and then lower and re-engage the arm supports. In this
way the knee belt can work effectively to restrain the passenger.( see below pictures with the steps
